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This ministry is annointed by HIM, my GOD, and JESUS CHRIST, my LORD, the LORD of ALL Forevermore, to preach that we love others through forgiveness. I consider forgiveness to be the greatest form of love.  I only find JESUS CHRIST talking about love and forgiveness. HE says other things, but the basis of ALL that HE speaks of is love through forgiveness, primarily of sins.

This is LOVE through JESUS CHRIST such that you'd give up your life for another, which HE said is greatest.  The only way you'd die for someone is if you love them through forgiveness because if you didn't forgive someone, you wouldn't, intentionally, die for them.

John  15:13 "Greater love hath no man than this, that a man lay down his life for his friends."

John  3:16 "For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish but have everlasting life."

When you look, in John 3, at verses 16, 17, 18, 19, 20, you see that 'GOD so loved the world that [HE forgave it so] HE gave HIS only begotten SON that whosoever believed in HIM [would actually be forgiven such that they] would not perish, but have everlasting life.'  Or, think of this in reference to John 15:13, GOD gave of HIMSELF in the form of HIS SON to die for us, which is love, because GOD was made FLESH. 

John  1:1 "In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. 14 And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth."

We see from this that GOD has so much love for us that HE laid down HIS life by laying down HIS SON's life, because JESUS CHRIST is human yet closer to GOD than any. GOD can't die so HE gave HIS SON to die for us. Yet, JESUS CHRIST is THE SON of GOD, which is why JESUS CHRIST still LIVES, i.e. HE overcame death, despite dying for us and this makes sense even to a plebeian that CHRIST JESUS conquered death.

So with forgiveness being LOVE, 
Mark  11:25 "And when ye stand praying, forgive, if ye have ought against any: that your Father, which is in heaven, also may forgive you your trespasses. 26 But if ye do not forgive, neither will your Father, which is in heaven, forgive your trespasses."
We have no choice but to love others through forgiveness by the POWER in the BLOOD of CHRIST JESUS!!!

Then, JESUS CHRIST gave us a commandment, the NEW Covenant, which fulfilled the Sabbath Day:
John  15:12 "This is my commandment, That ye love one another, as I have loved you."

We already know:
Mark  12:30 "And thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind, and with all thy strength: this is the first commandment. 31 And the second is like, namely this, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. There is none other commandment greater than these."

We have no choice but loving others in order to be forgiven, hence we must love ourselves. By the definition above, we have no choice but forgiving ourselves as we have to do this in order to forgive others because if we don't, John 3:16 doesn't matter. JESUS CHRIST said that you must forgive others or you won't be forgiven.  We have to forgive others in order to be forgiven and this means that we must also forgive ourselves, which is easy since GOD LOVES, hence forgave, us first.

Let me summarize this for conspectus.  GOD forgave us because HE LOVES us so forgiveness is LOVE.  We are only forgiven if we forgive others.  In order to forgive others, we must forgive ourselves first.  This is easy because GOD forgave us so why not forgive yourself if GOD forgave you through HIS SON because otherwise, you can't be greater than GOD.  The point is forgiveness trumps everything; forgiveness is paramount; and forgiveness is crucially critical.  

I also forgive the devil because it went up against GOD and lost and was kicked out of heaven, yet now roams about the world. However, GOD gave us HIS SON WHO conquered the devil such that through HIM, we conquer or overcome any obstacle we face in this world. Consequently, I pity the devil because it lost to GOD and then was defeated by the SON of GOD on earth. So, CHRIST conquers the devil for us such that through HIM, we overcome all weapons forged by the devil if we love others!!!
This is as good of a time as any so please; the devil, it roams the earth so it's of the world and has free will. If it causes unforgiveness amongst us by using people as weapons, particularly effective, it is winning in so much as keeping you out of heaven like it forever will be. Misery loves company.
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
